Guidelines for Dealing with a Suicidal Student in the School Setting

1. A trained Risk Evaluator must conduct the risk assessment in order to follow the established Onslow County suicide intervention protocol 
2. Stay directly with the student:  Do Not Leave Student Alone At Any Time
3. Risk Evaluator conducts a Risk Assessment

4. Risk Evaluator follows risk assessment flow chart below

	1. Complete Safety Promise with student
2. Notify Administrator
3. Recommended- obtain witness/second person before making phone call to parent
4.Notify parent by phone

5.  If parent is not reachable, call students’ emergency contact numbers
6. Stay with student until parent is contacted
7.  Provide parent with Mental Health resources
8. Follow-up with student and parent within one week
	1. Complete Safety Promise with student

2. Notify Administrator
3. Obtain witness/second person before making phone call to parent
4.Notify parent by phone and schedule a meeting at school that day; Parent must pick up child
5.  If parent is not reachable, call students’ emergency contact numbers
6. Stay with student until parent is contacted

7.  Review parent letter with parent

8.  Create an Action Plan with student and parent 

9.  Provide parent with Mental Health Resources

10.  Student is recommended to be seen by a Mental Health Provider today; but it is required that student be seen by a Mental Health Provider within 10 days

11.  Request parent sign Authorization for Release of Confidential Information for Mental Health Provider chosen

12.  Notify CPS if parent is uncooperative
13. Follow-up with student and parent within one week
	1. Complete Safety Promise with student

2. Notify Administrator
3. Obtain witness/second person before making phone call to parent
4.Notify parent by phone and schedule a meeting at school that day; Parent must pick up child
5.  If parent is not reachable, call students’ emergency contact numbers
6. Stay with student until parent is contacted

7.  Review parent letter with parent

8.  Provide parent with Mental Health Resources

9.  Student is required to be seen by Mental Health Provider that day
10.  Request parent sign Authorization for Release of Confidential Information for Mental Health Provider chosen

11.  Notify CPS if parent is uncooperative
12. Hold a re-entry meeting and create an Action Plan with student and parent when student returns to school


	There appears to be a minimal risk of suicide as the student may have made an off-handed remark about suicide or admitted to occasional thoughts about suicide (ideation) but has not made a plan for suicide.  In these cases, the student may be encountering adjustment problems in school and/or at home, but the idea of suicide is not being actively considered.
	A moderate risk that the student may attempt suicide is demonstrated by constant ideation about suicide, changes in behavior patterns (e.g., sleeping, eating, moods, school performance, and social relationships), and verbalized threats.  If a suicide plan has been made, it appears vague and/or non-lethal.
	A high risk of lethality is present when the student makes frequent threats, has a detailed and lethal suicide plan, makes final arrangements (e.g., gives away prized possessions, writes a suicide note, discusses funeral plans, buys a gun or drugs, etc), has a history of previous gestures or attempts, and/or is isolated from friends and family.  These behaviors lead the Suicide Intervention Team member to believe that there is an imminent risk of a suicide attempt.
